2025 Ganghwa Island Vision Camp Report 
Vision Camp Day 1 
The beautiful and historic Ganghwa Island, where King Cheoljong, the “Ganghwa Prince,” once played before ascending to the throne, and the site of the Ganghwa Treaty between Yi Dynasty and Japan, now serves as the location for the Grace Hill Retreat Center. Here, in the hope of our future, the next generation of young people—has gathered.

Dreamers like Joseph from 15 countries have come together for a 7-day heavenly celebration. In the opening message, Pastor Kim Nehemiah shared the theme “Soaring Eagle” and proclaimed words of hope, declaring, “You are the hope of UBF; you are the hope of the whole world.” All 75 attendees joined in his exclamation.

A nation with young people who have dreams will thrive, but a nation where young people lack dreams will decline. Let us pray for 2025 Vision Camp and 4 messengers and 10 group leaders and praise team and 10 groups to have fun, fellowship and faith.

Vision Camp Day 2 
“The Lord was with Joseph so that he prospered, and he lived in the house of his Egyptian master.” (Genesis 49:2)
It is dawning of the day in Ganghwa Island where the morning mist is disappearing as the sun rises and the tidal flats are covered with ocean waters once again. God blessed Day 2 Vision Camp with the flood of God’s words. 
All participants shared their daily bread with roommates at 7 AM. After breakfast, all participants shared their life testimonies in their groups. In my group 4 all shared their life testimonies, and each one had their turning point when they met God, or they are still seeking him. We prepared our group Bible studies in advance. After lunch Dr. Daniel Lee and James Roh shared the Vision Academy programs which are offered online throughout the year. Also, they proposed a project with the name “Shark Tank”. 10 groups will present new Vision Academy ideas that our young next generations may be interested in joining. Each team will present their project tonight and the winner will receive a $300 reward. 
We have the first group Bible studies, and we received the words of God deeply through the Group Bible studies.
M. Abe Lee delivered the first main message with the title “God was with Joseph.” His message challenged us to speak the truth like Joseph though we may receive harsh consequences. He mentioned that the success of Joseph was due to the presence of God and God was with Joseph and Jospeh was with God. The main key of his life was to keep the word of God. He was able to overcome the hatred, jealousy, temptation, false accusations, and imprisonments. There was no complaints and compromises in his life because he felt the presence of God all the time. All adverse situations provided opportunity for him to grow in his character to serve God’s bigger plan later to save many lives. Because of his dreams he was able not to sin and live in the sight of God. Joseph became a role model to follow for all our second generations.  
Before his message, M. Pablo Star Oh shared his decision to go to Costa Rica as a silver missionary at the age of 71. His decision shocked all of us because he really wanted to obey the Great Commission of Jesus to make disciples of all nations. During the Korean conference in January, he received God’s calling from Isaiah 6:8, “Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying, “Whom shall I send? And who will go for us?” And I said, “Here am I. Send me!” M. Pablo responded, “Here am I. Send me to Costa Rica.” He pioneered 6 countries as Korean diplomats. It was God’s providence that two diplomats M. Abe Lee and Pablo Oh shared the words of God in the same stage. He will depart to San Jose, Costa Rica. Please pray for his new silver mission life and he will go alone this time because M. Pauline is helping her parents who are receiving treatment.  
After the message, we had team fellowship and ate delicious evening snacks like cup ramen prepared by Korean staff, S. Joseph Cho, Elijah Mun, and John Shin. We are thankful for their love and support. 
Please continue to pray for Day 3 main messenger, M. David Shin from Czeck Republic with the title “The goodness of God,” based on Genesis 40-41. 
Vision Camp Day 3 
“Joseph named his firstborn Manasseh and said, ‘It is because God has made me forget all my trouble and all my father’s household.’ 
The second son he named Ephraim and said, ‘It is because God has made me fruitful in the land of my suffering.’” 
(Genesis 41:51-52) 
The Life of Joseph: No Complaints, No Compromise 
The back of our Vision Camp T-shirts boldly declares: “No Complaints, No Compromise.” This simple phrase captures the essence of Joseph’s life. His journey is a vivid reminder of Romans 8:28: 
“And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose.” 
Joseph’s story reveals God’s goodness time and again—from his days in Potiphar’s house and prison to his eventual rise to power in Egypt. Throughout, Joseph never grumbled or compromised his integrity. Even when interpreting dreams, he remained unwavering in truth. Many might have been tempted to soften the baker’s dream to spare him distress, but Joseph spoke honestly. Had he given an inaccurate interpretation, the cupbearer would never have recommended him to Pharaoh. And when Joseph finally stood before Pharaoh, he was still unafraid to proclaim God’s power. 
Main Lecture: God Is Good All the Time 
M. David Shin from the Czech Republic delivered the second main lecture of Day 3, sharing how God’s constant goodness shaped his own life, just as it did for Joseph. Despite losing his father at a young age, David grew into a powerful messenger of God’s grace and love. In the land of his suffering, he prospered because God was with him. 
Likewise, God made M. Hannah Shin fruitful in the Czech Republic through her successful business ventures. Her faithfulness turned her into a source of blessing for countless children across Europe and beyond, as she supported them through prayer and many conferences. She also hosted the second Vision Camp in Prague with full commitment. God further blessed her family with three grandchildren through David and Rebekah Shin. Through many hardships, God molded David’s character, ultimately raising him to be the main messenger for this Vision Camp—a beautiful testimony to His amazing grace. 
Shark Tank Competition 
Following the main message, we held a Shark Tank-style competition where eight groups pitched creative proposals for the Vision Academy Class. Each group collaborated to develop their ideas, with all members actively participating in various roles. 
Group 4 emerged as the winner, earning a $300 prize for their project titled "Ye Know God?" which sought to tackle profound biblical questions such as predestination versus free will. Below is a summary of the top proposals and other notable ideas. 
🏆 Top Proposals 
🥇 1st Place: "Ye Know God?" 
• Aimed to explore challenging theological questions like Predestination vs. Free Will to deepen participants’ understanding of God. 
🥈 2nd Place: "Faith Through It All" 
• Proposed building supportive communities that would continue after the camp through retreats and conferences, helping sustain and encourage each other’s faith. 
🥉 3rd Place: "Go and Tell" 
• Focused on reaching the younger generation through online evangelism on social media, establishing a dedicated community for this mission. 
✨ Other Noteworthy Innovations 
Several other groups brought forward highly relevant and creative ideas, including: 
• Holy Snooze: Addressed irregular sleep patterns by guiding participants to find true rest in Jesus. 
• S.A.L.T.: Inspired by Jesus’ call to be the “Salt and Light of the world,” encouraging participants to live out their faith as visible examples. 
• Jesus' Addiction: Focused on overcoming various addictions by discovering lasting joy and strength in Christ. 
• "Do You Even Lift Your Cross Bro?": Designed a program to build communities that honor and care for our bodies as God’s temple. 
• "Jesus Takes the Feeling": Aimed to help participants better understand and manage emotions within a supportive, Christ-centered community. 
Vision Camp Day 4
“But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” (Acts 1:8)
The Vision Team dedicated to tour the Ganghwa Island the entire day of Day 4. Ganghwa Island is rich in Christian history. First, we visited the Peace Observatory overlooking the North Korea beyond the three rivers. The three rivers surrounding Ganghwa Island are the Han River (Hangang), Imjin River (Imjingang), and Yeseong River (Yesongang), These rivers converge near the island, giving it strategic importance as a defensive location. The Han and Imjin rivers meet at the western tip of the island before flowing into the West Sea. From the observatory we saw the North Korean villages. All Vision team went up to the observatory and prayed for the unification of North and South Korea as one nation under God.
Second, we visited Kyosan Church, the first church in Ganghwa Island. The story of Kyosan church pioneering is amazing. It all began with one missionary baptizing the mother of one new believer. The story of Missionary George Heber Jones on Ganghwa Island centers around his role in establishing the first local church there and his broader contributions to education and community development in Korea. Jones, a Methodist missionary, was instrumental in the church's founding after baptizing a woman on a ship due to restrictions on entering the land. Missionary Jones found one convert Seung Hwan Lee in Seoul where his hometown was in Ganghwa. He asked for this new convert to be baptized. But he insisted that his mother must be baptized first. This act inspired the formation of the local church, which later expanded and supported the community through building other churches. One man’s influence changed the course of the history of Ganghwa Island church. Today, there are 125 churches and 47% of Ganghwa Island people are Christians. 
Third, the vision camp participates in the movie “Joseph: King of Dreams,” In the evening. 
Vision Camp Day 5 
Joseph, A reflection of Jesus
Key Verse 45:7
“But God sent me ahead of you to preserve for you a remnant on earth and to save your lives by a great deliverance.” 
The highlight of the day was the main message delivered by M. Abe Lee. All vision camp participants had group Bible studies and shared their reflections before the main message. Abe Lee prepared and gave this wholehearted message. The main point of his message was that Joseph is widely considered to be a foreshadowing of Jesus. Ultimately, Joseph’s dreams are fulfilled completely, and we understand God’s plan for Joseph. God used Joseph to 1) restore his relationship with his brothers (and restore his broken family) and 2) save many lives. In this way, he points us to Jesus. Jesus who came to save so many through his death and resurrection, but at its most basic the gospel is about Jesus restoring a personal relationship with each individual person. Joseph showed great wisdom in treating his brother’s harshly so that they could ultimately recognize their sin and come to a place of repentance and finally restoration. Without it, we would not see them fully come to terms with the sin and the consequences of their sin. Joseph also glorified God in the way that he did his work. Always faithful to God and using his life as an instrument to fulfill God’s plan, to save many lives. As young people, many are seeking God’s vision for them. Though possible, rarely does God explicitly point us to a certain job, or certain city, or certain decision. But what God does want from us, I believe is that in whatever we do we point people to Jesus. To build relationships with people through love and sacrifice, sometimes through rebuke and repentance. God wants us to display Godly character wherever we are whether at home, or at school, or at work. As Joseph’s life comes full circle, we can see he did that, and God directed the rest to bring him to this moment. God can do the same for each of us. We must take sin seriously and Joseph and Jesus took sin seriously and brought his brothers to repent of their past sins and to be transformed to become 12 tribes of Israel. Jesus brought us to repent of our sins so that we may become his servants to save campus souls for the world mission. Joseph and Jesus restored our relationship with God through repentance. He emphasized three R which represents restoration, relationship, and repentance. All participants were moved to repent of their sins and made decision to restore relationship with God through repentance. They made decisions of faith to have dream and live like Joseph in their generation. 
Before the message we had the world mission night #3. India and Indonesia team led songs with their native languages. Eight teams had team dance practices and ate delicious evening snacks provided by Korean staff. 


Vision Camp Day 6
“And Joshua set up at Gilgal the twelve stones they had taken out of the Jordan. 21 He said to the Israelites, “In the future when your descendants ask their parents, ‘What do these stones mean?’ 22 tell them, ‘Israel crossed the Jordan on dry ground.’” (Joshua 4:20-22) 
Joshua built the stone monument with 12 stones out of the Jordan River after the crossing the Jordan River and taught the Israel people the history of crossing the Jordan. Without history we do not know our roots. In that sense our tour to UBF museum in Gwangju was worthy of traveling 4 hours one way to visit the historical city of Gwangju. Our vision team was divided into two groups, one group team 1 to 4 and another group team 5-8. We were excited to have fellowship inside the bus and snacks at the rest stop. The 4-hour bus trip was very enjoyable because each group had their own fellowship. Finally, we arrived at Gwangju UBF. Pastor Nehemiah Kim and Shep. Jonathan and other staff members welcomed us with arms of love. Especially, they prepared tons of delicious food we all favored. We were able to taste real foods, and Pastor Nehemiah showed the video of UBF history and gave us a welcoming message. We ate our lunch with joyful hearts.  
After lunch we all went to UBF history museum which was remodels with addition of the second floor. All the second generations were excited to see the pictures and the videos of their parents and church members’ old pictures. My grandchildren were excited to see my boxing picture and another one memorizing Bible verses with one eye covered with eye pad not to see the rotten world. We saw the legacy of our founder Dr. Lee and Mother Barry.  We learned the core values of UBF which Dr. Samuel Lee and Mother Sarah Barry adopted for UBF mission-1 to 1 Bible studies, Campus mission, world mission, 5 loaves and 2 fish principle, and giving spirit. UBF history museum reflected how the torch of the gospel for campus young people began in a small house in Gwangju 64 years ago. Indeed, God has done a marvelous work to save campus souls and to preach the gospel to the ends of the earth through UBF missionaries. We took the group pictures in front of the museum and prayed that God may rekindle the world mission vision again through our second-generation missionaries. We realize how important our vision was! It is because we are raising our next generation leaders who will succeed the pioneering generation soon. Gwangju team packed dinner sandwiches for the vision team and we left Gwangju thanking our early missionaries and shepherds who invested their lives for the world campus mission. We found our root through this visit. The Vision Camp team had a good time during the back home bus trip with live entertainment, and we arrived home late at night. Some teams had dance practices for the Sunday evening dance competition
Vision Camp Day 7 
“I am the vine; you are the branches. If you remain in me and I in you, you will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing.” (John 15:5)
Pastor Ron Ward attended the whole vision camp graciously by observing the whole programs with prayer support. His presence was a great blessing to all vision team. Then, he gave the vision team the Sunday message with the title “Remain in Jesus,” based on John 15:1-17. His message was very applicable and testimonial and practical to all vision team members. He warned us that if we do not remain in Jesus, we will be thrown into fire of God’s judgments. But if we remain, we bear fruits of love and joy and friendship with Jesus. In the end, we become friends of Jesus doing the work of God. He shared his life testimony how he struggled to remain in Jesus disappointing his family members, but God blessed him to become the current UBF general director serving missionaries and shepherds scattered throughout the whole world when he remained in Jesus. After delivering a powerful Sunday message, he ministered to the communion service for all vision camp members. We felt the presence of Jesus who offered his body for our living bread and his blood for atoning our sins. His son Joshua Ward attended the Vision Camp second time with God’s vision.  He made the decision to be baptized after attending the vision camp for the first time in 2023 in Springfield, Illinois.  
After lunch, the Vision Team had the mini-Olympics. We had many exciting games. One of them was a musical chair game.  Players form a circle around a set of chairs—there’s always one fewer chair than the number of participants. Music plays while everyone walks around the chairs. When the music stops—abruptly and without warning—everyone must quickly grab a seat. One player will inevitably be left standing. That player is eliminated, and one chair is removed from the circle before the next round begins. The game continues, removing one chair per round, until only one player and one chair remains the final seated player wins. It was exciting and all the members enjoyed the game.  
After dinner, the highlight of the evening was the Team Dance Competition. All eight groups were given the title of dance and they chose the music and danced together. They practiced for three days whenever they had time. Finally, the competition time arrived. It was the best time of the Vision Camp. The theme of the dancing was “Joy,” and all members must dance. The whole auditorium had erupted with the joyful dancing. With three days practice, they were dancing like K-Pop dancing team. All teams must have discipline, unity, coworking, teamwork, and creativity to win the competition. While dancing, all the spectators joined them also with waving hands and singing together. It was a night of unity and joy. All Vision team members opened their hearts to each other through dancing. Some members were serious and not smiling when they came in in the beginning, but now they were all smiling and sharing their stories and became friends in mission. Group one and group six won the competition and received 1000,000 won each. Team six won the competition because M. Esther Lee joined the dance in the middle of the dancing. It was a very creative idea that the 75 years group leader joined them in dancing to show unity among them. We were surprised at how dancing brought people together. 
Vision Camp Day 8 
“And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.” (Mathew 28:20b)
It was time to end the Vision Camp. After daily bread and breakfast, each group gathered to write the final reflection writing. Then we shared our reflections in each group and chose one person to share before all members. These are people who share representing each group.
Hope Kim, Caleb Kim, Abraham Park, Enoch Hwang, Sujong Kim, Sarah Awungshi, Sainaa, and Andrew Mun. 
They all made decision of faith to be a blessing to their ministry. God blessed to have dreams and live like Joseph by becoming instrument of salvation. We packed and returned to each mission place after tearful goodbyes with the promise to see again in the next vision camp.
